Aberdeen City Council, in exercise of its powers under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (hereinafter referred to as "the 1984 Act"), and of all other enabling powers, and after consultation with the Chief Constable of Police Scotland in accordance with Part Ill of Schedule 9 to the 1984 Act, and having complied with the requirements of The Local Authorities' Traffic Orders (Procedure) (Scotland) Regulations 1999, hereby makes the following order:-

This order may be cited as “The Aberdeen City Council (A93 North Deeside Road / B979 Malcolm Road, Aberdeen) (Prohibition of Left Turns for Vehicles Exceeding 7 Metres in Length) Order 202(X)” and shall come into operation on XX XXXXX 202(X).
2. No person shall drive, or cause or permit to be driven, any vehicle, or combination of vehicles, greater than 7 metres in length, on the A93 North Deeside Road, Aberdeen, so as to turn left onto the B979 Malcolm Road.
